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Some reading/spelling hints

supply = sup-ply “ply” rhymes with “fly”

supply + s = supplies

family + ar = familiar

bury + ed = buried

BARQUE sounds like “bark”.

Silent letters / digraphs: island guard wrong

gu = /g/ wr = /r/

Compound words: overboard = over + board

breadfruit = bread + fruit

sandbank = sand + bank

landmark = land + mark

crossbones = cross + bones

Prefixes and suffixes:

return = re + turn

repair = re + pair

favourable = favour + able

(US favorable)

uncharted = un + chart + ed

aground = a + ground

sailor = sail + or

nearly = near + ly

Syllables: navigate = nav –i - gate

treasure “ea” sounds like the “ea” in “head”

“sure” sounds like /zher/

“Die” is the singular (sin –gu –lar) of “dice”. 1 die, 2 dice.
